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4, Latest Updates to the KCCL's English Website

To facilitate international cooperation and to establish a sustainable platform for communication and knowledge
sharing on customs analytical techniques, KCCL launched its English-language website in May 2019. The website
serves as a hub for exchanging customs laboratory information and best practices with domestic and international
stakeholders.

Summary of Updates
A total of 24 new items related to international cooperation activities and customs analytical techniques have been
uploaded to the website. Key updates are summarized below.

WCO International Conferences

1) Participation in the 40th WCO Scientific Sub-Committee (SSC)

Korea participated in the 40th WCO Scientific Sub-Committee (SSC) to provide scientific and analytical expertise
supporting the Harmonized System (HS), to influence technical criteria underpinning HS interpretation, and to ensure
that Korea's analytical perspectives were reflected in global customs standards at an early stage of deliberation.
Korea's analytical positions were reflected in SSC conclusions and working documents. Key scientific issues were
either resolved or strategically deferred for further technical refinement. Korea's role as a leading contributor within
the WCO customs laboratory and scientific community was reinforced.

2) Participation in the 74th and 75th HS Committee Meetings (HSC)

Korea participated in the 74th and 75th WCO Harmonized System Committee (HSC) to safeguard national trade
interests, contribute technical and scientific expertise to international classification deliberations, and influence the
development of globally consistent HS interpretation standards, particularly in relation to key export products and
ongoing international disputes. Korea's technical and legal positions were formally reflected in HSC deliberations.
Key export-related classification issues were either preserved for further influence or redirected to scientific review
mechanisms. Korea's role as a proactive and technically credible contributor to HS governance was reinforced.
Three major classification decisions were addressed, including two cases with direct relevance to Korea's export and
enforcement interests. Participation in these HSC contributed to strengthening Korea's engagement in global HS
decision-making, supporting predictable trade environments, and advancing evidence-based international customs
standards in line with WCO strategic objectives.

3) Participation in the 65th HS Review Subcommittee Meetings (RSC)

Korea participated in WCO technical discussions related to the HS 2028 review cycle, including amendments to HS legal
texts (Sections, Chapters, Headings, and Subheadings) and revisions to the HS Explanatory Notes, with the objective
of contributing to forward-looking HS development, safeguarding national trade and enforcement interests, and
ensuring scientific and technical coherence in future HS implementation. These discussions addressed classification
consistency, technological evolution, and enforcement implications. Korea contributed to deliberations on newly
proposed HS issues reflecting technological advancement and regulatory sensitivity. HS Explanatory Notes Revisions
were discussed to enhance clarity and uniform application of HS provisions. Participation in these discussions positioned
Korea to proactively shape the HS 2028 framework, reinforced evidence-based customs classification standards, and
supported predictable international trade and enforcement environments aligned with WCO strategic priorities.
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
